Please read this instruction manual carefully and familiarise
yourself with your new electric kettle before using for the first
time.

. Introduction

Thank you for purchasing electric kettle which has been designed to serve
you trouble-free.

You may be already familiar with using a similar product, but do please
take time to read these instructions - they have been written to ensure you
get the very best from your purchase.

Safety is important

For yours and others safety, please read the instructions before using the
appliance. Please keep this instruction in a safe place for further use. If you
pass the appliance on, pass on the instructions too. Remove all packaging,
but keep it until you are satisfied that the appliance is working.

. Important Safeguards

When using electrical appliances, basic safety precautions should be
always followed, including the following:

- Before operating this appliance, please read the instruction manual first.

- Before operating your appliance, make sure the power rating of your
appliance does in fact matches that of your electrical system

-Never use an extension cord. Plug the appliance directly in to the electrical
outlet.

- Always hold your appliance by its handle. Its body surface might get hot
during operation.

- To protect against fire, electric shock and injury to persons, do not
immerse cord or plug in water or any other liquid.

- Close supervision is necessary when any appliance is used by or near
children.

- Unplug from outlet when not in use and before cleaning.



- Do not let cord hang over edge of table or counter, or touch hot surface.

- Do not place the appliance on or near a hot gas or electric burner, or in a
heated oven. Place the appliance on a flat/safety surface.

- Before unplugging the appliance from the power socket, turn the switch
off, then remove the plug from power socket.

- Do not abuse the electrical cord. Never disconnect from the outlet by
pulling the power cord. Always use the body of the plug for disconnecting
the appliance.

- Do not use any abrasive substance for cleaning the appliance. You could
clean the surface with a damp cloth.

- Use your appliance with its own power base unit only. Do not place it on
a power base that belongs to any other appliance.

_ Switch the appliance off after use.

- You could use this appliance as a kettle to boil water. Only fill the water
till max level in the water tank. While boiling the water flows if it exceeds
max level.

- Do not keep and use this appliance in humid areas (such as bathrooms,
etc).

- Never keep the power base, plug or power cord wet.

- Before drying wet power base, make sure that the appliance is unplugged
from power socket. Never operate the appliance before the power base
gets dry completely.

- When filling water in your appliance, please take the appliance out on its
power base.

- This appliance is not intended for use by people (including children) with
reduced physical, sensory or mental capabilities, or lack of experience
and knowledge, unless they have been given supervision or instruction
concerning use of the appliances by a person responsible for their safety.
Prevent children to reach the appliance.

- Do not use appliance for other than intended use.
- Never use this appliance outdoors.

Using the appliance .

Before first usage, you could clean the surface of your appliance with a
damp soft cloth. For cleaning inside of the unit, fill the water till max. level
and push On/off switch. After the water is boiled, your appliance will cut
off the heating automatically and stop heating process. Pour the boiled
water and shake the inside of the unit with clean unit. Never immerse the
power base, power cord and plug in the water.

Preparing Hot Water:

- Pour the water as much you need ,But do not exceed the max. level. If
you exceed max level, boiled water can overflow and might give damage
to you.

- Automatic turn off! You do not need to interfere the appliance till it
stops operating automatically. However you could stop heating process
manually by pushing the switch when the appliance is operating.

- After the water is boiled, the appliance will cut off heating automatically .

Cleaning the appliance .

Cleaning the water tank:

First of all,unplug the appliance from the power socket. If the body gets
dirty too much, you could use washing-up liquid to clean it.

While cleaning, do not immerse the power base of the unit to the water.
If the power base (that has electrical circuits under itself) immerses in the
water, this will cause a risk of electrical shock and damage on electrical
circuits.

Even your appliance is protected against overheating; do not turn on your
appliance while there is no water inside.

Do not ever wash your appliance into the dishwasher or under running
water.

You could not wash inside of the body under running water and do not
ever immerse the power base (that has electrical circuits under itself) of
the unit in the water. You could clean the body surface of the unit with a
damp cloth.




. Descaling the appliance

In a period of time, some calcification collects inside the body of your
appliance. This is normal, the calcification within the water used in the
course of time accumulates on the heater base and forms a brown layer
in period of time reduces output of the heating element. The slight
calcification can be easily cleaned with a brush. You could clean the hard
calcification with sediments by means of calcification removers which are
sold for the household appliances that can be purchased from the market
or you can use vinegar. To clean with the white vinegar, fill the appliance
500ml vinegar and 1000 ml water then mix the solution and wait for one
hour, after that pour out the solution and clean the body 2 or 3 times with
clean water. To clean with the calcification remover; after boiling some
water into the body, add some calcification remover and mix it with the
boiled water. After waiting for a while, boil the mixed water 2 or 3 minutes.
Pour out the mix of calcification remover and the boiled water, then clean
the body with clean water 2 or 3 times.
