Important Rules

11.Do not operate this appliance with a voltage converter or extension cord.
12. An appliance should never be left unattended when plugged in.

13. Allow the appliance to cool down before storage.

14. Do not place the appliance on soft material e.g. carpet, bedding, towels,
rugs, etc.

. Product Features

1. Floating plates 28mm plates that prevent hair damage by causing less
pulling and stress on the hair

2. Ceramic technology produces negative ions that result in silky, shiny and

. How to use

Your best looks begin with a good haircut that is well maintained. You
should always treat your hair with the best quality shampoos, conditioners
and styling products.

This flat iron is a powerful styling tool and must always be used with care.
To avoid damage to your hair do not use flat iron frequently. Always select
a temperature setting that is suitable for your hair type (See temperature
guide).

. Turning “ON” the flat iron

1. Put the plug in the wall socket. LED will display “OFF” when plugged in.
2. Press the button for 3 seconds to turn on.




. Selecting the temperature setting

1. The LED will display the lowest temperature setting of this flat iron is
200°C. The flat iron will start warming up at 100°C (which will then appear
on the display), the temperature will instantly begin to increase until it has
reached the lowest temperature setting of 200°C.

2. Select a desired temperature setting that is suitable for your type of hair.
3. To set the temperature, press the + button to increase the temperature
or press the — button to decrease the button until you have selected the
desired temperature. The temperature could be increased or decreased in
10° increments.

. During the first use

1. During the first use of this flat iron, select a low temperature setting in
order to test the flat iron temperature on your hair.

2. This product is not recommended to be used at high temperature on
color-treated hair since it is more susceptible to hair damage.

Use of the “LOC” function to maintain constant temperature

In order to increase the comfort of use of this flat iron a “LOC” function is
available. The use of this function will prevent inadvertently changing the
temperature setting while in use.

1. To register the desired temperature: Once the desired temperature has
been selected hold the + for 3 seconds or until the word “LOC” appears
on the screen. Once the word “LOC”" appears on the screen your desired
temperature has been registered.

2. To unregister the desired temperature: Press + button for 3 seconds or
until your preregistered temperature flashes on the screen, this means that
the temperature is unlocked.

. Temperature Settings

1. This flat iron is intended for Coarse Hair, with the recommended
temperature settings between 180°C - 230°C.

2. Flat iron temperature settings: 180°C, 190°C, 200°C, 210°C, 220°C and
230°C.

. Safety shut off function

The safety shut-off function will automatically turn off the flat iron after 60
minutes when left unattended.



. Turning “OFF” the flat iron

1. Press thebutton for 3 seconds to turn off.
2. LED will display “OFF".
3. Unplug the flat iron.

. Additional recommendations

1. Unplug the flat iron when not in use.

2. Use caution when handling the flat iron as the temperature of the handle
will rise during use.

3. Do not leave the flat iron unattended when it is plugged in.

4., Always place the flat iron on a heat-resistant surface when hot.

5. Never wind the cord around the flat iron.

Recommended Flat Iron Temperatures:

Hair Type Iron temperature
Fine 130°C-170°C
Medium 160°C-210°C
Coarse 180°C - 230°C

. Styling guide

1. Wash hair with your favorite shampoo and conditioner.

2. After washing the hair, towel dry hair.

3. Comb or brush your hair so that it is detangled and smooth.

4. Use a comb to divide the hair into sections. Do not put too much hair in
one section.

5. Before you begin to flat iron the hair, ensure that your hair is completely
dry. You may air dry the hair or to speed up the process blow dry it with your
favorite Oster™ hair dryer.

NOTE: We recommend to section off the crown area and to straighten the
hair underneath first, followed by the top area.

6. Begin by taking a section of hair and placing it in between the plates,
press the handles firmly together and glide down. Slide the flat iron down
the length of the hair within 5 seconds, from the roots to the end of the hair,
without stopping.

7. Repeat this process throughout the different sections of the hair from the
back of the head to the front of the head and finish off in the front at the




bangs section until you have achieved the desired results. Once you have
finished let your hair cool down. Do not comb or brush it until it has cooled
down, unless you would like to change the style you have just created.

. Cleaning and care

Your flat iron is maintenance free. Please keep plates clear of dirt and dust. If
any cleaning becomes necessary, follow the following steps:

1. Switch off the flat iron and unplug it.

2. Allow the flat iron to cool down completely on a heat-resistant surface.

3. Wipe the plates and handle gently with a damp cloth.

4. Do not scrub surface of plates or handle.

NOTE: Never immerse the flat iron in water or any other liquid, nor rinse it
under the tap.

5. Switch off the appliance and unplug it.

6. Let the appliance cool down completely on a heat-resistant surface.

7. Store the appliance in a safe and dry place. It may also be stored by
hanging it from its hanging loop or by storing it in the storage case provided.
Storage Case Handling

8. Use storage case provided to store flat iron.

9. Always ensure that the flat iron has cooled down completely before
storing in the case.

10. Never plug the iron while it is stored in the bag.
