Please keep the
User Manual in a convenient place for future reference. Pictures in the text
are for reference only. Please refer to the actual product.

Safety precautions .

To ensure safe use and to avoid personal injury and property loss, be sure
to observe the following safety precautions.

Failure to observe the safety precautions and improper use may cause
accidents.

This product does not take into account the following cases:
- Use of the appliance by unattended infants and the disabled.
- Infants playing with the appliance.

Forbidden:

® When the product is working, the lid has high temperature, particularly
for the stainless steel parts, please do not touch it; otherwise, it may
possibly cause scald or other hurt

® Never allow a child to use the appliance independently, place the
appliance in a location out of reach of infants to avoid electric shock, scald
and other dangerous accidents.

® In cooking process, never move your hands to close to the exhaust port
to avoid burns. During cooking, do not cover the vent with a cloth and
other items.

® Do not put the inner pot on other appliance for heating in order to
avoid deformation or fault. Please use the special inner pot.

® Do not use a pot other than the dedicated pot. When there is foreign




object on the bottom of pot and heating plate surface, remove the foreign
object before use. Otherwise, it may cause overheating, pressure relief and
other abnormalities, which may cause injury or property damage.

® When moving the product, please lift the cooker handle. Never lift the
lid handle directly in order to avoid damage to the product.

® Do not move the product when the lid is open to avoid injury.

® Do not put foreign objects. It is prohibited to insert metal shavings,
needles and other foreign matter in the gap.

® As this may cause electric shock or movement anomalies.

® Use 230V~50Hz power outlet. Failure to use AC230V~50Hz civil
electricity or dedicated electricity can cause fire or electric shock.

® Never pull the plug with a wet hand to avoid electric shock and injury.

® Modification or repair by non-professionals is prohibited. Violation may
cause a fire or electric shock. Repair or replacement of parts shall be made
in a designated service center.

® Avoid distortion of seal rings. May cause the failure of product to work
properly.

Mandatory
® The container cannot be opened until full release of pressure.

® Be sure to check periodically the block proof cover and exhaust valve
core to make sure that they are not be blocked;

® Please use FELLER dedicated power cord.

¢ If the power cord is damaged, to avoid danger, it must be replaced by
the professionals of the manufacturer, its service department or similar
department.

® Always clean the plug inserts. If attached with dust or moisture, please
wipe it away, otherwise it may cause a fire.

® When pulling the plug, you must pinch the plug; Do not pull the power
cord, otherwise it will damage the cord, causing electric shock and short
circuit.

® Never cook seaweed, laver, oatmeal and other foods prone to clogging,
to avoid causing an accident or damage to the pressure cooker.



® ltis strictly prohibited to use other lid for heating, and in the (switching
on) process, the use of non-original lid is not allowed, as this may cause
poor performance or safety hazards.

® Products may not be immersed or sprinkled in water. Doing so could
cause electric shock and electrical short circuits.

® Plug should be firmly plugged in. If the plug end is not inserted
completely, it may cause electric shock, short circuit, and even a fire.

Safety precautions .

Mandatory

® Thetotal amount of food and water can not exceed Max scale, otherwise
food may be cooked unfamiliar, or cause malfunction. When food prone
to expansion and blockage, total amount shall not exceed 3/4 of the
maximum scale, otherwise it may cause an accident.

Do not use in the following locations.

® Do not use in unstable locations on the table;

® Do not use in locations near water and fire;

® Do not use near walls and furniture;

® Do not use in locations exposed to direct sunlight and oil splatter.

® Do not approach the stove for avoiding fire.

Warning

® A socket of more than 10A rated current with grounding wire shall be
used alone; If shared with other electrical appliances, the socket may cause
abnormal heat and result in fire.

¢ Danger of fire if the bad socket is adopted.

® Persons with pacemakers or users with hearing aids or implanted
cochlear, when using this product, please consult with authorized medical
personnel and refer to the instructions of medical equipment providers.

® If the seal ring is damaged or the inner pot is deformed, do not use the
electric pressure cooker pot, and must replace with a special seal ring or
inner pot purchased from the manufacturer or maintenance department.

® Porridge or beans should be naturally cooled until there is no pressure,
manual venting not allowed.




Caution

® The power cord is prohibited to contact the lid and other external
removable metal parts, otherwise, abnormal operation may occur.

® Environment for storing the Product

® Periodically clean the cooker and remove oil and dirt if it is stored on
the table.

® Put the electric pressure cooker 30cm away from other kitchen
appliances.

® Unplugging when not in use. Otherwise, it may produce leakage, fire
or failure.

® Cleaning products should be carried out after cooling, and contact the
section of high temperature may cause scalding.

Specific accessories are different according to the model of product.




Operation Guidelines

Hold the handle of lid tightly, turn the lid to the lid Open Limit at the
marked direction, and then lift the lid.

Check if the parts and accessories of lid are well installed

Check if the floater valve and exhaust valve are jammed, confirm if the
sealing ring and block proof cover are well installed.

Take out the inner pot, put the foods and water into the inner pot

The total amount of foods and water shall not exceed the Max marked
on the inner pot.

The max rice and water amount when cooking shall not exceed the Max
on the inner pot.

Put the inner pot into the cooker

Wipe to clean the external surface of inner pot and the heating plate,
foreign object is not allowed on the heating plate and external surface of
inner pot;

Turn the inner pot to left and right to ensure good contact with the
heating plate.



Before closing the lid, check if the sealing ring is well installed.

Hold the handle of lid, put it to the Cover Open Limit, then turn the lid in
the marked direction to the Closing till hearing the “clicking” sound.

Put the exhaust valve well

Turn it to the sealing area @ and check if the floater valve drops down
(before heating, the floater valve is down)

Switch on

Power on, with red indicator lights on, indicating that the electric
pressure cooker enters into standby state.

Safely open the lid
After cooking, open the lid according to the following instructions.
With pressure (Figure 1), it is not allowed to open the lid, the safe eye is
up;
Without pressure (Figure 2), the lid can be opened, the safe eye is down.

Instructions for Use

Special Note: Following instructions are applicable for Feller electric
pressure cooker series products, please read corresponding instructions
according to the model of your electric pressure cooker.

For cooking according to the following steps

Switch on

After supply power, the standby red indicator lights on, which means
the electric pressure cooker has entered into the standby state.

Turn the knob to the desired cooking time

After selecting the desired cooking time according to the personal
requirement and cooking experience, the green indicator lights on, which
means the electric pressure cooker has entered into the heating state.

After cooking, the cooker may automatically enter into the standby
state

When the knob automatically turns to the “OFF” position and enters
into standby state, the heating green indicator lights off, which means the
electric pressure cooker has finished cooking and entered into the standby
state;

The cooking time changes lightly according to the voltage, foods



amount and water amount; when the voltage is obviously low, the cooking
time will increase accordingly; the more the cooking amount, the longer
the cooking and cooling time;

Quickly open the lid

® To exhaust the air, turn the exhaust valve to the exhausting position
& when cooking non-fluid foods till the floater valve drops down before
opening the lid;

® When the cooking non-fluid foods naturally cooled till the floater valve
drops down before opening the lid to avoid foods overflow from exhaust
valve.

Cleaning and Maintenance .

® (Clean after each use. Before cleaning product, please unplug the power
cord until the product cools. Clean it with detergent if the cooker will be
stored for a long period.

® Remove the inner pot after opening the lid correctly, first clean with
detergent, then rinse well with water, and wipe dry with a soft cloth.

® Remove the seal ring component, and rinse with water. After the
cleaning is completed, replace the seal ring, otherwise normal working is
impossible.

® Remove and clean the upper cover, install it correctly after cleaning.

® Remove the float valve and float valve gasket, flush them with water
and then install it at the original position.

® Remove and clean the water box, dry it with wet towel and then install
it correctly, clean the housing cover.

® After using each time, pull out the anti-block cover and check if the
block proof cover and exhaust hole are jammed, clean them with warm
water, toothpick or brush, and then install it at the original position.

® Check if the exhaust valve is jammed and if the upper cover is installed
correctly.

® Wipe clean the lid and the cooker body with a rag, and it is prohibited to




soak the cooker body in water or spray water to it.

After cleaning, confirm that the sealing ring, floater, block proof cover
and water box are correctly installed.
