USING THE APPLIANCE FOR THE FIRST TIME .

1. Wash the ceramic cooking pot and glass lid in hot saapy water. Rinse
well in dear water and dry carefully.

2. Wipe the cooker body with a damp doth containing a trace of dilute
detergent. Remove all traces of detergent with a cloth damped with dean
water. Dry thoroughly.

3. Check that the voltage marked on the rating plate at the bottom of the
appliance is the same as the voltage in your area.

BEFORE USING THE APPLIANCE

1. Check the cooking pot and the lid have no cracks or other visible signs
of damage.

2. DO NOT place the pot in a hot oven or on top of a regular cooking
appliance.

3. DO NOT set the pot when heated on a wet or cold surface - use a
heatproof mat.

 USINGTIPS

1. Ensure there are no abjects in the cooker body.

2. Ensure the Temperature Knob is set to “OFF".

3. Wipe the exterior of the cooking pot and place it in the cooker body.

4. Ensure the appliance is stable and well - supported by the work sur-
face.

5. Put the food in the cooking pot with sufficient water to ensure the food
does not dry out.

6. Cover the pot with the glass lid.

7.Plug the appliance into a wall electrical socket and switch on at the
mains.

OFF WARM

1. OFF: Switches the appliance off

2.LOW: Can also be used for heating up cooked food

3. HIGH: The normal slow-cooking setting. Cooking time is around 7-8 hours

Switch the cooker to a suitable operation setting, as recommended by your
recipe.

The mains indicator will light showing the unit is operational

1. Turn the temperature to WARM if you want to keep the food warm. Do not
keep food warm for more than 4 hours, because of the danger of bacterial in-
fection.

2. When the food is ready to serve, turn the temperature control to OFF and
then switch off and unplug the cooker at the mains.

3. Remove the pot before serving out the contents.

4. ALMAYS ensure that your food is hot and thoroughly cooked before serving.

' CARE AND MAINTENANCE

After Use

1. Unplug the appliance from the mains.

2. Allow the appliance and the pot to cool before deaning.

3. Wash the cooking pot out in warm soapy water. Residual food can be
removed with a rubber spatula, a deaning sponge or a cloth. Soak stub-
born food deposits in warm soapy water before deaning.

4. The cooking pot may be washed in a dishwasher but the lid should be
always washed by hand

5. Do not use abrasives or abrasive cleaning compounds either on the pot
or the appliance body itself.

6. To remove water spots and other stains, use a non-abrasive deaner or
vinegar.

7. Wipe the body of the cooker with a damp cloth containing a trace of
dilute detergent.

Remove all traces of detergent with a cloth damped with clean water. Dry
the cooker body thoroughly.

8. Store the cooker fully assembled in a safe place, away from sources of
heat and moisture and out of the reach of children and pets.

General Recommendtions

1. Do NOT expose the ceramic bowl to sudden temperaturechanges-it
may crack.

2. Do not preheat the slow cooker before use unless expressly recom-
mended in your recipe.

3. Make sure the pot is at room temperature before adding hot foods to
the cooking pot.

4. If the pot is hot, do not cool it by pouring cold water into it.

5. Do not allow the pot to boil dry or operate the cooker with an empty pot
or with on pot in place.



6. As the cooking process is necessarily extended, make sure the cooker is
operated out of the reach of children or pets.

7.This unit should ont be operated with a mains extension lead.

8. The ultimate disconnection is the mains plug. Always make sure the
mains plug on the unit is readily operable and capable of being unplugged
in an emergency.
