Household use only

IMPORTANT SAFEGUARDS

1. Read all instructions.

2. Do not touch hot surfaces. Use handles or knobs. Use potholders when
removing cover or handling hot containers.

3. To protect against electrical shock, do not immerse cord, plug or
appliance in water or other liquid.

4. Close supervision is necessary when any appliance is used by or near
children.

5. Unplug from outlet when not in use and before cleaning. Allow to cool
before cleaning.

6. Do not operate any appliance with a damaged cord or plug, or after the
appliance malfunctions or has been damaged in any manner. Return
appliance to the nearest authorized service facility for examination, repair,
or adjustment.

7.The use of accessory attachments not recommended by the appliance
manufacturer may cause injury.

8. Do not use outdoors.

9. Do notlet cord hang over edge of table or counter, or touch hot surfaces.
10.Do not place on or near a hot gas or electric burner, or in a heated oven.
11.Extreme caution nust be used when moving an appliance containing
hot food, water or other hot liquids.

12.Do not use the appliance for other than intended use.

13.Lift and open cover carefully to avoid scalding, and allow water to drip
into unit.

14.To disconnect, turn the control to OFF, then remove plug from wall
outlet.

15.Containers are designed for use with this appliance only. They must
never be used on a range top. Do not set a hot container on a wet or cold
surface. Do not use a cracked container.

16.This appliance is not intended for use by persons (including children)
with reduced physical, sensory or mental capabilities, or lack of experience




and knowledge, unless they have been given supervision or instruction
concerning use of the appliance by a person responsible for their safety.
17.Children should be supervised to ensure that they do not play with the
appliance.

OPERATION |

1. Wipe the exterior of the inner pot and then install it into the cooking
body.

Rotate the inner pot slightly to ensure it sits properly.

2. Push the knob to the” off "

3. Put the food into the inner pot, and add water according to the food
quantity, then close with the glass lid.

4. Plug in the wall outlet.

5.There are 4 operation settings.

Low: Cooking time is 4~7 hours

High: Cooking time is 4~7 hours

Warm: Keep warm 2 hours

You can choose the “Low” or “High” settings according to the desired
cooking time.

6. When the cooking time is completed, push the knob to the “warm
position if you want to continue warming the food.

”

NOTE: We don't recommend using the “Warm” setting for '
more than 4 hours. °

7.When the food is ready to serve, first please push the knob to the “Off".
Unplug from the wall outlet.

SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS |

1. Always keep the Slow Cooker unplugged when it is not in use or without
inner pot or the inner pot is empty.

2. Do not place the Slow Cooder in any place that is unstable, humid, near
fire or any heat sources to prevent any accident or malfunctions.

3. To protect against electric shock, do not immerse the cooking body in




water or any liquid. Do not pour any liquid into cooking body without in-
ner potin it.

4. If the supply cord is damaged, it must be replaced by the manufacturer
orits service agent or a similarly qualified person in order to avoid a hazard.
5. Always cook with the lid on, for the recommended time.

6. A short power-supply cord is to be provided to reduce the risk resulting
from becoming entangled in or tripping over a longer cord.

7. Longer detachable power-supply cords or extension cords are available
and may be used if care is exercised in their use.

8. If a Longer detachable power-supply cord or extension cord is used.

- The marked electrical rating of the cord set or extension cord should

be at least as great as the electrical rating of the appliance.

- The cord should be arranged so that it will not drape over the countertop or
tabletop where it can be pulled on by children or tripped over unintentionally.

' CARE AND MAINTENANCE

- The removable inner pot goes safely into the dishwasher, or may be
washed in hot soapy water. Do not use abrasive cleaning compounds - a
cloth,a sponge or rubber spatula usually will be enough to remove the
residual. To remove water spots and other stains, use a nonabrasive cleaner
or vinegar.

- Wipe the cooking body with a soft cloth. Do not use abrasive cleaners.

- As with any fine ceramic, the stoneware bowl! will not withstand the
shock of sudden temperature changes.

If the stoneware has been preheated or is hot, do not put it in cold foods.
Do not preheat the Slow Cooker before using unless specified in the recipe.
The stoneware should be at room temperature before adding hot foods.

- To wash your stoneware right after cooking, use hot water. Do not pour
in cold water if the stoneware is hot.
